
King of Speed 25-mile Time trial
24th May, 21st June, 12th July

Meet here, in the layby at Irton,  
before 7pm to sign on and pay your 
£2 entry fee. Under 18s must have a 
signed parental consent form and must 
wear a helmet.

You can park here if coming by car. 
There’s room for quite a lot in this layby.

The race starts at 7.15pm opposite the church 
in Seamer village, marked X on the map below. 
Note that this is a few minutes from the signing-on 
point.

Head south from Seamer (1) until you reach the 
roundabout with the A64. Go left (1st exit) and ride 
along A64 (2) to Musham Bank roundabout. Go left 
(1st exit) to Crossgates (3). At next roundabout 
go right (3rd exit) to Seamer, then right at that 
roundabout (2nd exit) towards Ayton (4).  

At mini roundabout in Ayton, go left (1st exit) and 
ride through Ayton, Wykeham, Brompton (5) and 
Snainton. On outskirts of Snainton turn left (signed 
York). But where B1258 makes a 90 degree left turn, 
turn right and then immediately left heading for 

Allerston (6). At next junction, go left on minor road 
(7). Stay on this road until it ends in a T-junction. 
Go left and then immediately left again to rejoin the 
B1258 (8). Follow this north then around the 90 
degree righthand bend back towards Snainton (9), 
turning right onto the main road (with care!). 

Follow main road back through Snainton, 
Brompton (10) and Ayton, turning right at the mini 
roundabout (2nd exit). Go through Irton (11). The 
finish is at the stone sign that says ‘Seamer’, just 
north of the roundabout. 

Return to the sign-on area (above) to wait for 
your time.

NB. The numbers on the map do not relate to ‘miles’. 
They’re just to make the sequence of arrows clearer.
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
